2. WHICH EXPERIENCE:  You will complete this methods application for PED 3050 Secondary Methods grades 6-12, offered in the spring semester:  There is another application that must be completed for PED 3000: Elementary Methods grades K-5, offered in the fall.

3. COMPLETE APPLICATION: Fully complete the attached application.  There are two parts to the application.  The “PE Methods Field Experiences Application” is used by the Field Experience Office to determine a placement site. The “PE Methods Candidate Information Form” is sent to the school district to assist in the placement decision.  Proofread and use professional grammar and spelling. 4. KEEP A COPY: Save this file to your computer as an MS Word document with an appropriate title such as “PED 3050 application”.  Keep a hard copy for your files; computer hard drives crash sometimes!  You will also need to keep a copy of the Teaching Candidate Information Form to share with the cooperating teacher you are placed with.

5. REVIEW CAREFULLY:  Review your application for accuracy.  Incomplete or incorrect applications will be returned.

6. SUBMIT:  Using your Aurora University email account, send the fully completed form as an attachment to coefield@aurora.edu.  Paper copies will not be accepted. In the subject line of the email, please place:

· your full name

· student ID number

· type of Field Experience (PED 3000 Methods, PED 3050 Methods or Student Teaching)

7. KEEP CONFIRMATION: When your email is sent to coefield@aurora.edu, an automated confirmation of your email should be returned to you. The system sends only one confirmation if you submit multiple emails in a 7-day period.  Save this confirmation and your sent email.  Do not call or email to confirm receipt of your application at this time.
8. ENROLL:  Enroll in the Moodle information board “College of Education:  General Placement & Field Experiences Information Board”  (http://moodle.aurora.edu/moodle/).  Joining this board allows you to receive notices when status notices, placement notices, and other important documents affecting your placement are issued.  It also provides information on completing your placement requirements.
