We want students to know it is all right
to be undecided,® said Jodi Koslow
Martin, Director of the Crouse Center
and Assistant to the Provost. 2We work
with students to ensure they are being
exposed to different educational and
professional opportunities. Our advisors
don't focus solely on what students
should do with a major. They help
students find their passion first and
discover what it is they want to do.°

For undecided students, this 2path to
discovery® includes taking general
education classes that sound interesting
to them. Because of the student-to-
faculty ratio at AU (15:1), students have
a unigue opportunity to know professors
on a more personable level. Oftentimes,

offer students advice and suggestions
that lead students toward a certain
career path.

The reward is
two-fold: they may discover an interest in
a particular subject and they will meet
new friends who may introduce them to
an area of study. Students should also
consider campus employment, summer
jobs and internship experiences. Inform-
ation on these extracurricular activities
can also be found in the Crouse Center.
